
In late 2012 Kubota acquired the Kverneland Group, 
headquartered out of Klepp, Norway. Kverneland is an 
international agriculture equipment manufacturing 
company known for developing, producing, and dis-
tributing agricultural machinery and services mostly 
in Europe. However, in the 1980’s they found moderate 
success building disc-mowers under the Vicon moni-
ker for the U.S. market.

Kubota hopes to capitalize on the industry knowl-
edge of Kverneland and introduce a complete hay 
equipment line for the U.S. market within the next few 
years. Initially Kubota will offer disc-mowers, tedders 
and rakes which should be available by the spring of 
2014. Other products to come will be round balers and 
various tillage equipment.

Next year due to government regulation 
all Kubota tractors above 30 horsepower 
will have Tier IV (or interim Tier IV) en-
gines as standard equipment.  What this 
means is the engines in these tractors will 
all have a common rail fuel injection system 
and a diesel particulate filter to meet emis-
sions goals set forth by the federal govern-
ment and the California Air Resource Board.

Before you get too excited and exclaim 
you’ll never buy another new diesel engine, 
remember back to the days when the gov-
ernment first imposed the use of catalytic 
converters on automobiles.  There was a 
general uprising among the public and par-
ticularly automotive purists, claiming the 
exhaust restriction would rob power and 
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I hope you agree Kubota products are reliable 
and well-made machines meticulously designed and 
built for their intended purposes. I feel particularly 
fortunate that we are a dealer for these products 
because we certainly did not start out that way.

Through the years since our opening in 1948 we 
have sold various brands of tractors beginning 
with Ford tractors and equipment. In the late 1970’s, 
looking for smaller horsepower tractors, we added 
Mitsubishi and later Kioti. In 1989 we added Kubota 
tractors, not knowing how this manufacturer would 

shape our future. 
In the early 1990’s, 
looking for bigger 
tractors, we added 
Case-International. 
We even had a 
short stint selling 
Massey Ferguson 
and Long tractors.

By 1999, when 
the Ford Tractor 
name was gone 

for good, the number of Kubota tractors sold 
began to outpace those of New Holland, which had 
taken over the nameplate of our familiar blue trac-
tors. It was during this time that Kubota really began 
to expand their offering, with tractor horsepowers 
ranging from the teens up to larger tractors of 90 
horsepower. By the early 2000’s our Kubota sales 
had eclipsed all other product offerings by a wide 
margin. With tractors up to 135 horsepower it became 
clear that Kubota had all the sizes of tractors we 
needed for our customer base.

Today, Kubota sells many different products such 
as lawnmowers, utility vehicles, compact track load-
ers and mini-excavators. But what is most interesting 
is the Kubota president’s statement he made last 
year that they would double their sales by 2018. I 
can tell you that they intend on doing that with an 
even wider variety of different products.

Next year Kubota will introduce a new hay equip-
ment line. What other new Kubota products will we 
see in coming years? I don’t know, but it sure will be 
interesting to watch and find out.
